Recycling- 1. Reduces the amount of waste we have to dispose of in landfill sites.

2. Recycling uses less energy, e.g. fuel and electricity, than manufacturing new materials and so reduces
pollution.

3. If we recycle, we don’t need to keep going back to nature to get more raw materials.
Obtaining raw materials causes serious damage to the environment.
